We will also accept theology/religion teachers from parochial schools.  We consider middle school to start at 6th grade.  Teachers must have taught at least five years.  Participants must be at least five years away from retirement.  This includes age retirement, leaving the field of education, or no longer teaching the Holocaust in your classroom.

Following the European Study Program to Germany and Poland – to be submitted by Friday, August 25, 2023.
